Resident’s Group Report 
 
Greg Brown reported that the group discussed their upcoming participation on the 
Òvisioning processÓ that is being planned by county Community Development staff. 
 

They also asked about the ordinances that had previously been reviewed with 
recommendations for repeal of outdated ordinances and updating of those that required 
modifications. Attorney Ruppe noted that he would meet with Clerk Maas to get this 
accomplished.

1. Barts Homes who resides at 21355 Ridgewood Trail (PID No. 
40890220) has incurred charges for waste water services, which are, 
to date, unpaid in the amount of $517.54 which are in addition to 
administrative enforcement fines and corresponding interest in the 
amount of $100.00.  Said proposed assessment, in the total amount 
of $617.54, shall constitute the special assessment against the lands 
named herein. 

 

2. Barts Homes who resides at 21230 Monterey Trail (PID No. 
40890290) has incurred charges for waste water services, which are, 
to date, unpaid in the amount of $517.54 which are in addition to 
administrative enforcement fines and corresponding interest in the 
amount of $100.00.  Said proposed assessment, in the total amount 
of $617.54, shall constitute the special assessment against the lands 
named herein. 

 

3. Stonebridge Builders who resides at 9190 Amber Drive (PID No. 
40890010) has incurred charges for waste water services, which are, 
to date, unpaid in the amount of $517.54 which are in addition to 
administrative enforcement fines and corresponding interest in the 
amount of $100.00.  Said proposed assessment, in the total amount 
of $617.54, shall constitute the special assessment against the lands 
named herein. 

 

4. Stonebridge Builders who resides at 21085 Ridgewood Trail (PID No.

to date, unpaid in the amount of $517.54 which are in addition to 
administrative enforcement fines and corresponding interest in the 
amount of $100.00.  Said proposed assessment, in the total amount 
of $617.54, shall constitute the special assessment against the lands 
named herein. 

 

5. Stonebridge Builders who resides at 21185 Ridgewood Trail (PID No. 
40890170) has incurred charges for waste water services, which are, 
to date, unpaid in the amount of $517.54 which are in addition to 
administrative enforcement fines and corresponding interest in the 
amount of $100.00.  Said proposed assessment, in the total amount 
of $617.54, shall constitute the special assessment against the lands 
named herein. 

 

6. Each such assessment identified above shall be payable in one lump 
sum due in full on January 2, 2006, and shall bear interest at the rate 
of Six Percent (6%) per annum from the date of adoption of this 
assessment resolution.  To the lump sum payment shall be added 
interest on the entire assessment from the date of this resolution until 
December 31, 2006. 

 

7.  The Credit River Township Treasurer shall forthwith transmit a 
certified duplicate of this assessment to the County Auditor to be 
extended on the proper tax lists of the county and such assessment 
shall be collected and paid over in the same manner as other 
municipal taxes.

Agenda Item # 4 – Ward Larson – Resident of Judicial Road – Proposal for 
a “closed access” to Stonegate Development 

 
 Ward Larson, a resident of Judicial Road, appeared before the board to ask for a design 

change to his previously approved access to the Stonegate Development. Approval of 
this access was contingent on it not being used until his current access to his property off 
of Judicial Road is closed in view of the Township policy of limiting access to one access 
per parcel. 

 

 He is now proposing that rather than build a permanent berm, he would like to install a 
fence (no gate) in place of the berm. He would intend to maintain both sides of the fence, 
which would be easier to accomplish than it would be with a berm. He feels that this 
would also keep motorized vehicles off of his property.  

 

 The board suggested that they would meet Mr. Larson at the site in the next two weeks to 
review the proposal. 

 

Agenda Item # 5 – Shey Larson – Resident of Casey’s Addition – 
Discussion of Parks Progress 

 

 Kathy Grubb, resident of CaseyÕs Addition thanked the board for the installation of the 
new basketball court in CaseyÕs Park and now wished to inquire about the removal of the 
old equipment. Supervisor Leroy Schommer noted that the old equipment would probably 
stay until spring. 

 

Supervisor Schommer also noted that plans call for fences to be installed around the 
basketball court. 
 

So far the township has spent about $40,000 in park improvements. 
 
Matt Finigan from St. Croix Recreation attended the meeting and explained the products 
they provide.  

 

Agenda Item # 5 – Minnesota Valley Electric Coop (MVEC) – Present 
proposal for construction of sub-station in Killarney Estates 
Subdivision 

 

 Dennis Wolf, VP of special projects for MVEC appeared before the board to present a 
proposal for constructing an electrical sub-station on Lot 5 Block 1 of the Killarney 
Estates Plat  

 

 He noted that the site they are interested in pursuing is ideally suited because of the 
proximity to the transmission lines on Texas Ave. 

 

 Mr. Wolf indicated that they were intending on presenting additional plans at a DRT 
meeting at Scott County as soon as possible. 

 

 A number of residents from Killarney Estates were also present. 
 

Agenda Item # 6 – Engineering Review 
 

 Jeff Elliott, Township Engineer, presented the following items: 
 

1) Approve Territory 3rd Addition Plat Change 
 

Engineer Elliott presented the plat for Territory 3rd Addition showing some 
dimensional corrections to the plat. 
 



 

 

Supervisor Leroy Schommer made a motion to approve the change. Supervisor 
Bruce Nilsen offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0. 
 

2) Payment Request from Mueller & Son for France Blvd. / France Court repaving 
project 

 

Engineer Elliott presented a proposal that he prepared for partial payment to Mueller 
and Sons for work done on France Blvd. / France Court. He is suggesting that we 
retain $6,000 until the board is satisfied that the work has been completed 
satisfactorily. 
 

Supervisor Leroy Schommer made a motion to approve this request. Supervisor 
Bruce Nilsen offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0. 
 

3) Discuss Territory ÒSpeed TableÓ concept 
 

Engineer Elliott presented the concept of a ÒSpeed TableÓ being constructed in the 
Territory sub-division. The purpose is to reduce speed and according to Jacob Fick, 
engineer for the developers, they have proven to be quite effective. 
 

There was a brief discussion about compatibility with snow plowing and it was 
determined not to be an issue. 
 

Supervisor Bruce Nilsen made a motion to allow this change to the construction plans 
dated 9/24/05 for a Òraised crosswalkÓ. Supervisor Leroy Schommer offered a 
second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0.  
 

4) Discuss policy on Òsignificant changesÓ to CSTS Systems 
 

Bob Ruppe noted that changes are being made on CSTS systems that appear to be 
un-authorized by the township. He indicated that the township needs to approve all 
changes since we are going to own the systems. He further noted that some of these 
can be categorized as more important than others. He is asking that the board 
authorize Engineer Jeff Elliott to qualify these as to severity and bring major changes 
to the Town Board for approval. 
 

Supervisor Leroy Schommer made a motion to direct Township Staff to work with 
County Staff, Developers and the Developers engineer on all change orders to CSTS 
systems. Further all proposed change orders shall be submitted to the Township 
engineer and as well as EcoCheck, the wastewater operator. Supervisor Bruce 
Nilsen offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0.  
 

5) Review status of ÓWater StudyÓ project 
 

Engineer Elliott noted that four firms had submitted proposals for the water study. He 
and the City of Savage are suggesting that Barr Engineering be selected as the 
approved vendor. 
 

Supervisor Bruce Nilsen made a motion to approve the Joint Powers Agreement with 
the City of Savage and to enter into an agreement with Barr Engineering to perform 
the water study contingent on Attorney Bob Ruppe completing the details of the 
agreement. Supervisor Leroy Schommer offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 
2 Ð 0. 
 

6)  Discuss request from Halling Engineering to bill for consulting services 
 

Engineer Elliott noted that Halling Engineering, our previous consultant is asking that 
they be allowed to charge the Township for time spent discussing projects in 
transition. 
 

The board felt that Halling Engineering should recognize that providing Òtransition 
consulting Òis an obligation that Halling Engineering needed to assume as a 
responsibility of the previous relationship. 
 

7) Discuss Board Approval of CSTS System Purchases 



 

 

 

Engineer Jeff Elliott asked for a clarification onboard policy on purchasing equipment 
to upgrade CSTS systems.  
 

Supervisor Leroy Schommer made a motion to direct township staff to purchase 
replacement parts for current designs without authorization. However, parts required 
as a result of system enhancements will be subject to approval by the board. 
 

Agenda Item # 7 – Other Business 
 

1) Discuss Approving Contract with Northwest Associated Consultants Ð (NAC) for 
Planning Advisory Services 

 

It was noted that the contract with NAC had not been formally approved. Supervisor 
Bruce Nilsen made a motion to approve this contract. Supervisor Leroy Schommer 
offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0. 
 

2) Discuss Snow Plowing Policy on roads in new developments with only base surface 
constructed 

 

Engineer Elliott noted that there are several projects in the townships with roads that 
have only the base layer of blacktop applied.  
 

Supervisor Bruce Nilsen made a motion that the township assume responsibility for 
winter maintenance on roads where there are homes that are occupied. Supervisor 
Leroy Schommer offered a second, all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0. 
 

Dewey Gunnerson, representing Credit River Development, presented a request that 
they be allowed to put down the final surface coat in Stonebridge Estates as soon as 
possible. 
 

Supervisor Bruce Nilsen noted that the understanding he had was that the road was 
to undergo two frost cycles and that the town board would need to give final approval 
before the final lift could be applied and that the warranty would be extended by a 
year. 
 

The board denied this request. 
 

3) Discuss resolution of ÒOpen BidÓ requirement regarding excess Township property 
 

The board had previously requested that we use an Òopen bidÓ process to solicit 
people interested in purchasing some excess township items. 
 

Attorney Ruppe noted that the value associated with the items under consideration 
donÕt require this process. Consequently the board authorized the outright sale to 
anyone interested in the specific items. 

 

4) County Road 75 
 

Attorney Bob Ruppe has prepared an agreement and submitted it to the county. He 
doesnÕt anticipate any major changes. 

 

Supervisor Leroy Schommer made motion to accept this agreement subject to 
Attorney Ruppe working out final details. Supervisor Bruce Nilsen offered a second, 
all in favor, motion carried 2 Ð 0.
